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1 Purposes of Doctoral Program in Life Sciences

The primary purpose of the Graduate School of Kyoto Sangyo University (KSU) is to
cultivate human resources with specialized knowledge and skills in the field of life
sciences. In the doctoral program, students are requested to be actively involved in
research so that they obtain advanced technical knowledge and skills and become
researchers who are capable of performing their own research. An ideal research
environment will be provided for students; teaching provided by professors high reputed
in their fields and laboratories that are well equipped with high-tech equipment.

After finishing the doctoral program, students are expected to go into a profession,
work internationally, or contribute to science and education in the field of life sciences.

A scholarship system is available for students who need financial support. Doctoral

students will be paid for working as teaching assistants in undergraduate laboratory
classes.

2 Application to Three-year Ph. D. Program for International Students
Applicants are strongly advised to discuss their research plans with a prospective
advisor before applying.

3 Application Requirements
Applicants must hold a nationality other than Japanese and meet at least one of the
following requirements.

3-1 Master’s degree or a professional degree from a graduate school in a country other
than Japan by September 2024.

3-2 Academic credentials equivalent to or superior to a Master’s degree or professional
degree and are at least 24 years old by September 21, 2024.

** Those who intend to apply under qualification 3-2 above must contact the Graduate
School Division Office to arrange an  “Examination of Applicant’s Qualification”
before the specified deadline.

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5 Application Materials
The following formal application forms must be submitted:

5-1 A completed and signed Application for Admission (Form A). This must be handwritten
by the applicant either in English or Japanese. Applicants should contact a
prospective thesis advisor in advance and indicate his’/her name on Form A.

5-2 Reason for Application (Form B). This must be written either in English or Japanese
and include the outline of a research proposal made by the applicant.

5-3 Letter of Recommendation (Form C).

5-4 Academic transcript (a list of your record) issued by the last school from which the
applicant graduated. The transcript must be submitted in a sealed envelope.

5-5 Master's degree certificate or a formal letter from the university that verifies a
prospective acquisition of the degree. In the latter case, the master's degree
certificate must be submitted before admission.

5-6 An abstract and copy of the master's thesis or relevant material(s) of the applicant.
These must be written in either English or Japanese.

5-7 Correspondence Address (Form D)

5-8 A copy of the applicant’s passport.

5-9 Payment of a JPY 35,000 application fee. This is not refundable. Transfer
JPY35,000, not including transfer fees, to the following account during the
application period listed below. KSU will not accept remittance checks.

9 Scholarships and Other Education and Research Support for KSU Graduate
School Ph. D. Students.

9-1 Scholarships for graduate students
Eligibility: All Doctoral students
Period: 1 year (Reapplication possible during term of enrolment)
Amount: 90% of tuition fee (Reduced to 50% if the period of study exceeds the
standard period.)

9-2 Research assistant program
Doctoral students at KSU are able to participate in research projects and receive an
allowance for their research work. The aim of this support program is to promote
research and support young scientists in KSU. The amount of the allowance is up to
1.2million yen per year and varies depending on the research projects that students
are involved in.

9-3 Teaching Assistant Program
Doctoral students can apply for the Teaching Assistant Program through which they
help teach undergraduates in laboratory classes. This programs acts as a means to
promote education and for doctoral students to attain practical teaching skills. The
allowance varies depending on the number of classes students are involved in.

9-4 Support for travel/accommodation expenses (domestic meetings)
KSU will partially support doctoral students with travel and accommodation costs
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incurred when they participate in scientific meetings held in Japan to present their

results.

9-5 Support for travel/accommodation expenses (overseas meetings)
When doctoral students participate in a scientific meeting held abroad to present
their results, travel and accommodation costs will be covered by KSU.

9-6 Article Submission and Publication Cost Support
This system provides support for costs incurred when submitting articles and

publications to specialist journals.

1 O Entry Visa Application

A Certificate of Eligibility is required to apply for a student visa. KSU will apply to the
Immigration Bureau of Japan for the issuance of a Certificate of Eligibility on the basis of
application forms submitted to KSU by applicants. The Certificate of Eligibility will be
mailed to the applicant together with an admission permit. The applicant needs to apply
for a visa at a Japanese Embassy or Japanese Consulate in the applicant’s country by

presenting the mailed documents.

1 1 International House

The International House (I-House) was established to enhance students' study and
cross-cultural exchange experiences through sharing of accommodation and
everyday life with fellow students from around the world.

Graduate students can stay in the International House, subject to room availability.
